
NOTES TO ASG 2

COLLISION JURISDICTION AGREEMENT

1. 
This agreement is intended to allow claims arising from a collision to be dealt with by the English High Court by reference to English law, which thus excludes English private international law. In practice such claims will be dealt with by the Admiralty Court, which is a specialist court and forms part of the High Court, but there is now an option to agree to the ASG Submission to Arbitration, which may be more cost effective - see ASG 6. The agreed forum should be chosen by deleting the other in paragraph A.
2.
 ASG 2 is designed to be adapted to the particular circumstances of the case: see notes to ASG 1. 

3. 
Normally the form of the security, which will be provided in accordance with paragraph C of this agreement, will be an undertaking in the form of the ASG Collision Undertaking (ASG 1). 

4. 
The second sentence of paragraph C is an addition to the original wording and should be carefully considered. See Note 5 to the Notes to ASG 1. It can be deleted if not appropriate.
5. 
It is important when using this form (as with many of the ASG forms) to ensure that the names inserted as the registered owners of the vessels involved are correct. This may require careful investigation where the vessels have been chartered or where they have changed ownership between the date of the collision and the date on which the undertaking is given. 
6.
There is now the option to adopt the new ASG Fast Track Procedure (ASG 7), which can be added to the ASG 2 wording I appropriate – see Notes to ASG 7. Otherwise paragraph F should be deleted. 
7.
There is also now provision to include subrogated insurers or insurers who benefit from assignment in the agreement to avoid any issues arising in case of separate proceedings by any insurers that become subrogated in different jurisdictions. If included this would bind the insurers (potentially both hull and machinery and liability insurers in the event that they become subrogated too) to the agreement. Those signing the agreement will need to make sure they have the authority of both owners and all relevant insurers to sign the agreement. In the event there is no such authority reference to insurers should be deleted.
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
